Dear Parents/Carers,
Consultation about proposed changes to the school day (Friday only)

Governors and school leaders are proposing changes to the timing of the school day (Friday only) and would welcome your views on our proposal. 

Why are we proposing a change?

As you may already be aware, the Department for Education has informed all mainstream, state funded schools that from September 2024, children must receive a minimum of a 32.5-hour school week. 

At present, we do not meet the required hours as they refer to the time your child is in the classroom or on their break and lunchtime. To meet these requirements, we need to increase the school week by at least 1.5 hours. 

What are the proposed changes?

The proposed changes to the Friday school day times, to take effect from September 2024, are as follows:
	Kennion Building

Monday to Thursday: 

Gates open at 8:30am

Official school start time 8:40am

Pick up time 3:20pm

Friday:

Gates open at 8:30am

Official school start time 8:40am

Pick up time 3:00pm

Nursery times will remain the same.

Monday to Thursday: 

Gates open at 8:40am

Official school start time 8:50am

Pick up time 3:30pm

Friday:

Gates open at 8:40am

Official school start time 8:50am

Pick up time 3:10pm



	The highlighted times are our proposed changes. All other times remain the same.


Why is our proposal the best way to meet the new expectations?

We have looked very carefully at different models and the impact each would have on your child’s education. Here are the reasons why we believe our proposed model is best:

· We are very aware that many children attend Mosque after school, therefore we did not feel that further extending the school day Monday to Thursday would be appropriate or indeed viable for many families.

· We believe that, for younger children especially, a longer school day Monday to Thursday would not be beneficial for their well-being.

· Through analysis of the attendance data, we have identified a significant drop on a Friday morning of up to10%.  This is a concerning trend that will impact learning outcomes of children who regularly miss the teaching session. Consequently, this has been a critical factor when deciding where to add additional time.
