Dear Parents/Carers
All Saints Church of England Primary School is highly regarded in the local authority for the inclusive provision we offer.
We are pleased to inform you that we have the opportunity to increase this offer from September 2026 with a formalised extension to our Redwood provision as a school led Resourced Provision.
Resourced Provisions provide specialised education for pupils who may need additional support to be able to access mainstream education. Such pupils attend both classrooms within the school building that have specialist resources and staffing and appropriate mainstream classes as part of their provision. There are a number of Resourced Provisions already located within the local authority. Some are local authority-led and some are school-led. The pupils within a Resourced Provision usually have an Educational Health Care Plan.
We have been approached by the local authority to open a formalised resourced provision for 24 pupils who have an Educational Health Care Plan and multiple complex needs including significant speech, language and communication needs (including autism) and additional significant cognition and learning needs. This provision would be school-led which means we would manage the staffing, finances curriculum and resources.
There has been a significant rise in the number of pupils who require this type of provision and as a school we are excited to be able to offer this within our local area. We would work closely with the local authority to identify pupils who would be eligible.
The local authority would support the school with the financial setting up of the provision through the government’s drive for inclusive education for SEND pupils. The costs of running this resource would be funded through the high needs funding formula (This is additional funding that the school would receive).
In order for the school to proceed with this application we are consulting with our school and local community.
